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Print the ballots and cut out each one. Help your child decide what to put on the ballot for a family vote. For
example: Which is best - Hot dogs, Hamburgers or Tacos? Or decide who holds the TV remote tonight. You
decide with the VOTE! Fill out the ballots with pictures or words. Have each family member vote and place the
ballots in a bowl or a box. Have your child(ren) count the votes and report to the family the results!
